Send a video or audio-taped presentation about their school life to a school in their twin town
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Description

This series of lessons is designed to give students opportunities to create a video taped presentation of life at their school, for distribution to other schools. An ideal topic would be to create a video to demonstrate life at school to a new intake – i.e. year 6 pupils from feeder primary schools. Alternatively, students could collaborate with partner schools and swap video presentations.

Each student will have a chance to use a digital video camera in a small group context and to edit their work using software. Each small group will produce a few minutes of video on a particular topic of school life (see Lesson Notes Plan). These ‘mini videos’ will then be edited into a coherent finished product for distribution by the class in question. Each students will also be required to write about their experiences. 
This type of lesson would be suitable for a Year 8 or 9 group. In this case, the lesson is for a Year 9 group.
Aims and objectives:

· To develop video creation and editing skills 

· To develop learning about moving image texts
· To develop skills needed for effective group work
