Extension possibilities for the video production could include some or all of the following depending on:

a) the ICT ability of the group concerned

b) the English ability of individuals

Lesson extension 

This will be by outcome – all students will be working to the same brief. More able students should have opportunities to use editing software outside class time if required. Less able students will be supported  by the more able in their group. It will be important for the teacher to make sure that all students in each small groups have an opportunity to try out the different tasks – writing storyboards, filming, editing clips with software etc.

Writing task extension
A range of titles for the written report can be assigned to students depending on ability.
Less able:

Describe your role in your group and the best features of your group’s contribution to the class video. You should refer to camera technique and types of shot used when filming in your answer.
More able:

Which features of the class video best communicate the message your class were trying to convey to your audience. You should refer to camera technique, sound, types of shot and overall content, in your answer.
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
