Variations
Differentiation overall will be by outcome – i.e. the quality of small group films produced and the level of ideas communicated. But don’t be too concerned about differentiation here. All students should be able to tackle this work at some level, and should be allowed to ‘have a go’ – the important thing is that they have opportunities to be creative with use of digital video. What will be important is that you try to make sure that each group has at least one student who is confident with ICT – and willing to tackle new challenges such as digital video editing. It would also be prudent to  make sure each group has a general mix of ability – so that it includes students who are confident at generating ideas and organising.
When students write their reports at the end of the series of lessons, you can set different titles depending on ability. A list of suggestions is provided in the Lesson Notes –Plan.
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
